IMPORTANT INFORMATION REGARDING THE SHARING OF INFORMATION WITH YOUR FACILITY

Your facility may upgrade its facility agreement by entering into a data-sharing agreement with us. If they have entered into a
data-sharing agreement, they are responsible directly to you for the data that they receive and, if applicable, that they share with
other third parties. You are advised of the access level that your facility operates under and you must give explicit consent in the
Myzone App to your facility accessing data in accordance with its agreement level. If you do not give explicit consent, your data
will not be shared with the facility and this may impact on the services that they can provide to you. The additional agreement
levels are:

Level 2. The facility has advised us that they are based outside of the EU and that it has no EU citizens as members. They can
transfer personal data from the Myzone platform to their systems. They can retain personal data on their systems if you were to
terminate your Myzone Device user account and are responsible directly to you for the data that they hold.

Level 3. The facility cannot transfer personal data from the Myzone platform to their systems. If you were to terminate your
Myzone device user account, they will not have access to any personal data.

Level 4. The facility can transfer personal data from the Myzone platform to their systems. They can retain personal data on their
systems if you were to terminate your Myzone device user account and are responsible directly to you for the data that they hold.
Individuals connected with facilities are not our employees or agents and you should satisfy yourself that the facility has
procedures in place to protect your privacy (and, if applicable, the privacy of any child).

Any data shared with facilities includes inter alia your first name, last name, nickname, Myzone device ID, phone number, email
address, date of birth, gender, resting heart rate, and maximum heart rate.

Your facility can also access data showing when you have participated in any class activity, the duration of such activity, and the
number of calories burnt. In addition, facilities can access the names of your social connections linked with their facility and
access the number of “likes” and the number of comments you have made against activities of other Myzone Device users. If you
do not explicitly consent to facilities having access to such information you should either not proceed with your Myzone Device
registration or should request and use a generic Myzone facility code.

We may also collect your bank account information and transmit this to a third party, by way
of example only GoCardless and you should review their privacy statement before providing information to us, that will retain
your information in order collect one-off or recurring payments. The information about your payment card or bank account that
you provide may be retained and accessed for use with your subsequent purchases.

In addition, our Site or App may also contain links to third-party websites, plug-ins and applications. Clicking on those links or
enabling those connections may allow third parties to collect or share data about you. It is important to note that we do not
control these third-party websites and are not responsible for their privacy statements. When you leave our Site or App, we
encourage you to read the privacy notice of every website and application you visit or use.

Selling goods and services online

Www.myzone.org may track Users by storing a so-called universally unique identifier (or short UUID) for analytics purposes or
for storing Users' preferences. This identifier is generated upon installation of this Application, it persists between Application
launches and updates, but it is lost when the User deletes the Application. A reinstall generates a new UUID.

Preference Cookies

Preference Cookies store the User preferences detected on www.myzone.org in the local domain such as, for example, their
timezone and region.

Further Information for Users in the European Union

This section applies to all Users in the European Union, according to the General Data Protection Regulation (the “GDPR”), and,
for such Users, supersedes any other possibly divergent or conflicting information contained in the privacy policy. Further details
regarding the categories of Data processed, the purposes of processing, the categories of recipients of the Personal Data, if any,
and further information about Personal Data can be found in the section titled “Detailed information on the processing of
Personal Data” within this document.

Legal basis of processing

The Owner may process Personal Data relating to Users if one of the following applies:

o Users have given their consent for one or more specific purposes.

¢ provision of Data is necessary for the performance of an agreement with the User and/or for any pre-contractual
obligations thereof;

e processing is necessary for compliance with a legal obligation to which the Owner is subject;

e processing is related to a task that is carried out in the public interest or in the exercise of official authority vested in the
Owner;

e processing is necessary for the purposes of the legitimate interests pursued by the Owner or by a third party.

In any case, the Owner will gladly help to clarify the specific legal basis that applies to the processing, and in particular whether
the provision of Personal Data is a statutory or contractual requirement, or a requirement necessary to enter into a contract.

Further information about retention time

Unless specified otherwise in this document, Personal Data shall be processed and stored for as long as required by the purpose
they have been collected for and may be retained for longer due to applicable legal obligation or based on the Users’ consent.

Therefore:

e Personal Data collected for purposes related to the performance of a contract between the Owner and the User shall be
retained until such contract has been fully performed.

¢ Personal Data collected for the purposes of the Owner’s legitimate interests shall be retained as long as needed to fulfill
such purposes. Users may find specific information regarding the legitimate interests pursued by the Owner within the
relevant sections of this document or by contacting the Owner.

The Owner may be allowed to retain Personal Data for a longer period whenever the User has given consent to such processing,
as long as such consent is not withdrawn. Furthermore, the Owner may be obliged to retain Personal Data for a longer period
whenever required to fulfil a legal obligation or upon order of an authority.

Once the retention period expires, Personal Data shall be deleted. Therefore, the right of access, the right to erasure, the right to
rectification and the right to data portability cannot be enforced after expiration of the retention period.
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The rights of Users based on the General Data Protection Regulation (GDPR)
